Why are most of the 

people from my church 
still here?!



Alex, I said 
God took those 

who truly 
believed in 

Jesus.



What are you 
talking about?!  I 
truly believed!

What 
makes you 
think so?

Huh?
Uhh..well…I 

went to church, I 
sang songs…My 

family gave a lot 
of money to the 

church!

I have a 
Bible.



Yeah, OK; I’ve been 
baptized too!

I prayed with the pastor 
when I was a kid and I 
accepted Jesus into my 

heart!

None of 
those things 

get’s you into 
Heaven.



Alex, can you 
think of even one 
place in The Bible 

where someone got 
saved by repeating some 

words and “accepting 
Jesus into their 

heart”?



Well…..no….
But that’s what 
everyone else 

did.

That’s what 
they said you 

had to do to get 
saved.  If you did 
that you’d always 

know you’re 
saved.



I’m sorry, 
Alex.  But they 

lied to you.

Getting saved 
isn’t repeating some 

magic words.  It’s about 
repenting…turning from our 
sins…and believing that Jesus 
took the punishment for those 

sins.  A belief that leads to 
obedience.

And He came back to life so 
that you could have 

eternal life.



And the 
way you know 

you’re saved is 
because God puts 
His Spirit into you 

and changes 
you.

Here, let me 
show you what 

The Bible 
says…



Look at this, 
Titus chapter 3, 
verses 3 to 7…

“For we were 
also once foolish, 

disobedient, deceived, 
serving various lusts 

and pleasures; living in 
malice and envy; 

hateful and hating 
one another.”

See, 
Alex, this 

shows how we 
are before we’re 

saved…
disobedient to 

God.



Now look 
what it says:

“But when 
the kindness of 

God our savior, and 
His love toward mankind 

appeared, not by works of 
righteousness which we did 

ourselves, but according to 
His mercy, He saved us, 
through the washing of 

regeneration and renewing 
by the Holy Spirit, which He 

poured out on us richly 
through Jesus Christ 

our Savior.”



See, Alex, 
it’s about 

regeneration.  
Being born again 
like Jesus said.  
That’s what it 
means, Alex.



You’re not the 
same anymore.  
You’re a new 

creation.  The old 
things are 

passed away.



Now look 
at this next 

part:

“That being 
justified by His 

grace we might be 
made heirs 

according to the 
hope of eternal 

life.”



S
ee, Alex, 

we’re heirs.  This 
is the downpayment 

on our inheritance in 
Heaven.

This is how we 
know we’re 

s

Not by 
going to 

church.  Not by 
singing songs.  Not 
by owning a Bible.  
When we’re saved 

we’ll want to do all 
those things…but 

those are the 
results of 

salvation, not the 
means of 
salvation!



Now look at 
this, Galatians 

chapter 5, verses 
24 and 25:

“Those who 
belong to 
Christ have 

crucified the flesh 
with it’s passions 
and lusts.  If we 
live by The Spirit, 

let us also 
walk by The 

Spirit.”



How are 
you doing 
with those 

passions and 
lusts?

Hey, 
God knows I’m 

not perfect.  I’m 
only human.  
Everyone has 

desires.

Alex, all 
you’re doing is 

agreeing with God 
that people are sinful 

by nature.  But that 
doesn’t excuse their 
sins.  If it did, Jesus 

wouldn’t have had 
to die for them.



So…what?  
I’m not 

supposed to 
have any fun 

at all?! Alex, don’t 
you realize that 
the fact that you 

still find sin fun, 
is a problem?  

Doesn’t it bother 
you that sin 

doesn’t bother 
you?!

Why would 
someone with God’s 
Spirit inside of them 

be comfortable 
with sin?



Hey, I 
haven’t 

killed anyone.  
There are a 
lot worse 
people than 

me!

Have you 
slept with 

someone you’re not 
married to?

Do you get intoxicated 
with drugs or alcohol?

Do you use filthy 
language?

Do you trivialize God 
and blaspheme 

Him?



Are you 
covetous, 

prideful, angry?
What kinds of things 

do you look at, 
listen to, and 

read?

Man, you act 
like these things 

are a capital 
offense!



Alex, they 
are!

They’re the things 
Jesus had to 

suffer and die 
for!

That’s how 
much God hates 

sin.  If you don’t 
hate it too, then how 
can you possibly have 
God’s Spirit in you?  
And how can you be 
forgiven for things 

you don’t even 
think are 
wrong?



Look, 
Romans 

chapter 8, 
verse 9:

“But you 
are not in the 

flesh but in The 
Spirit, if it is so that 

the Spirit of God 
dwells in you.  But if 

any man does not 
have the Spirit of 
Christ, he is not 

His.”



See 
Alex, if 

you’re walking 
by The Spirit and 

not the flesh, then 
you belong to God.  

But if you’re not 
walking by The 
Spirit…if God’s 

Spirit is not inside 
of you…Then you 

don’t belong 
to Him.

Then…
you’re lost, 

Alex.



But I 
believed in 

God.
But not enough 

to obey Him.
Jesus said, “If you 
love Me, keep My 
commandments.”

You believed in a 
“god” that doesn’t care 

if you sin.  You believed in a 
“god” that’s just there to 

give you a good life…to take 
away all your problems.  You 

don’t want a Savior, you 
want a self-help 

guru…



You want a 
“god” that will 

do what you tell 
him to.  But, Alex, 

that “god” can’t save 
you.  When you die, 
that “god” dies too 

because he only 
exists between 

your ears.

You need 
someone to take away 

your biggest problem, and 
that’s your sin.  You’ve sinned 

against a holy and perfect God that 
will not let unrepentant, 

rebellious sinners into Heaven.  
That means there’s only one 

place for them…for you, 
Alex.



But I know 
who Jesus is.



Alex, God 
says in 1 John 

chapter 2, 
verses 3 and 

4:

“This is how we 
know that we know 
Him, if we keep His 

commandments.  One who 
says, ‘I know Him’, and 

doesn’t keep His 
commandments, is a liar 
and the truth is not in 

him.” 



Sometimes 
I try to 

obey but I 
can’t!

I couldn’t 
either, Alex.  We 

can’t do it 
ourselves.  We’re 

fallen.  But God can 
do it!  He can change 
us so that we don’t 
chase after sin.  And 

if we fall, we 
won’t defend 

our sin...  

We’ll ask Him to 
forgive us and help us 

not sin against Him again.  
Because that's what we 

want...because His 
Spirit is inside us.



But the 
only way 

that’s going to 
happen is if we let 
Him do it all.  Not 

just some of the sins.  
All of them.  Even the 
favorite sins we think 
we can’t live without.  

It has to be 
everything, Alex.  

Nobody gets a 
little-bit 

saved.



You’ve got to be 
willing to give it 

all up.  To let God 
take away all 
those desires!



Don’t waste 
your chance, Alex.  I 
waited too long and 

now I’m here instead of in 
Heaven.  I blew it.

Don’t make the same 
mistake, Alex, because 

there’s not going to be 
another chance after 

this one.

You’re 
running out of 
time.  Just give 

up, Alex!
