did it!
God answered my 

prayers.  He knows I 
believe in Him now.  
That’s why He let 

me go!

So you asked 
Him to turn you 
away from your 

sins and give you 
faith in Jesus? 



Well…
I had faith to pray 
to Him.  And He let 

me go.
If God answers your 
prayers, that means 

everything’s OK, 
right?

God is kind.  He 
makes the sun to 

shine on the evil and 
the good.  But just 

because God shows His 
kindness to you, 

doesn’t mean 
you’re saved.



But I just 
can’t get my 

mind around all 
the stuff in The 
Bible.  It’s so 
different from 
what I’ve been 

taught.

People will 
believe anything 

but the truth.  They 
just don’t want to 

face the fact that they 
can’t do whatever 
they want and get 

away with it.

But I 
thought God 

gave everyone 
free-will?



He does give 
people a degree of 

free-will.  But 
people make the 

mistake of confusing 
free-will with 
freedom from 
consequences.

I have the 
free-will to drive 

as fast as I want, but 
that doesn’t protect 

me from the 
consequences if I get 

pulled-over by a 
cop.



Ha!
Yeah, I guess 
that makes 

sense.

But what 
about all the 

science.



Here, 
look at this; 

Romans chapter 1, 
starting in verse 

18:

“For the wrath 
of God is revealed 

from Heaven against all 
ungodliness and 

unrighteousness of men, who 
suppress the truth in 

unrighteousness.  because 
that which is known of God 

is revealed in them, for 
God revealed it to 

them.”



God makes 
Himself known to 
people but, as we 

talked about before, 
they just don’t want 

to confront the 
truth; so they’ll do 

anything to 
suppress it.



Now look, it 
goes on:

“For the 
invisible things of 

Him, since the creation 
of the world, are 

clearly seen being 
perceived through the 

things that are made, even 
His everlasting power 
and divinity, that they 

may be without 
excuse.”



There’s no 
excuse for not 
knowing God, 

because God put it 
inside people to 
know Him.  We can 
see through His 
creation, that 

He exists.

Yeah, but we 
know how all this 
stuff got here.  It 
wasn’t created.  It 

evolved.

Yeah, God 
has something 
to say about 

that too.



“Professing 
themselves to be wise, they 

became fools and traded the glory of 
the incorruptible God for the likeness of 

an image of corruptible man, and of 
birds, and four-footed animals, 

and creeping things.”



See, people 
glorify nature.  They give 

nature the credit, and they give 
themselves the credit for 

figuring it out.  Anything 
but God.



Now look:  “Therefore, God 
also gave them up in the lust of their hearts 

to uncleanliness, that their bodies should be 
dishonored among themselves.  Who exchanged the truth 

of God for a lie, and worshiped and served the 
creature, rather than the Creator, who is 

blessed forever.  Amen.”



You’ve got to be 
willing to give it 

all up.  To let God 
take away all 
those desires!

Look at what 
happens when people remove 

God…when they believe their own lies.  
They wallow in their own lusts and sins.  This 

is the reason they want to get rid of God…just 
like we talked about, they want to sin 

without being bothered by their 
conscience.



Look at the 
consequences:  “For this 

reason, God gave them up to vile 
passions.  For their women changed 

the natural function into that 
which is against nature…”  



“Likewise, also the men, 
leaving the natural function of the woman, 

burned in their lust toward one another.  Men 
doing what is inappropriate with men and receiving 

in themselves the due penalty of their 
error.”



Sound familiar?  Isn’t this 
what’s going on now?  It’s a 

punishment for rejecting God.



Look at the rest:  
“Even as they refused to have God in their 

knowledge, God gave them up to a reprobate mind, 
to do those things which are not fitting.”



And then it goes on to list a bunch of 
wicked things that people do.  You’ll find all 

those very familiar as well. 



At some point, if 
people keep rejecting God, He’ll turn 

them over to their sins.  He’ll let them do 
things that are self-destructive…eternally 

self-destructive!
Be worried when your conscience doesn’t 

bother you anymore.



But even with 
all these wicked 

things people do, God 
still offers us mercy!  

he offers to free people 
from these desires and 

change them!
It’s an incredible 

miracle!Can I look 
at that for a 

while?

Please do.
I have to get ready.  
I’m going back into 

town.



Back?

I still

Well, the 
sun has gravity

verses 14
